                 The Soriano Family 
In June of 2009 the Soriano family moved to 
Reynosa, Mexico, a city on the Texas border, 
to join the La Viña church plant in a 
neighborhood named Vamos Tamaulipas. 
You’re probably asking yourself what is La 
Viña? La Viña is an organization in Mexico 
that is dedicated to meeting the physical and 
spiritual needs of the people around it. 
http://www.vineyardmcm.org/ The people in 
our neighborhood are very poor and struggle 
daily to meet their basic needs. Most days 
they don’t have water.  

Here are some of the ways that we 
have brought the Kingdom of God into these 
people’s lives this last year by meeting a 
physical need: weekly feeding program, food 
distribution, clothing distribution, medical 
clinics, shoe distributions, school supply 
distribution, and educational classes. We are 
most excited about the growth that we have 
seen in our church outreaches.  

This last year we have added three 
vacation Bible schools, two weekly Bible 
study groups, weekly kids program, and 
Sunday service. It is amazing to see what 
God has done in this neighborhood this last 
year. The impact has been great, and we are 
not the only ones who have noticed. This 
last year the city government donated to La 
Viña land the size of three soccer fields to 
build on. We receive people at our events 
that are not just from our neighborhood, but 
also from surrounding neighborhoods. Word 
of what God is doing here reached all the 
way to the other side of the city, to another 
neighborhood who wants us to work in their 
neighborhood. We are currently working on 
acquiring land in that neighborhood as well!  

The work we have done with the 
school was featured in the newspaper, and 
we received contact from 60 other schools 
that would like us to work with them as well. 
The opportunities here are great. We can’t 
do this alone though. We are simply one 
hand in the great body of Christ and we 
need the rest of the body’s support. How 
about it? Will you partner with us?
